How to Set - Up a Congressional Office Visit  
 

1. Locate your Congressman or Senate Washington, DC office by visiting  

http://www.house.gov/zip/ZIP2Rep.html (House) or 
http://www.senate.gov/general/contact_information/senators_cfm.cfm (Senate) 

2. Invite people who are concerned about government funding of 
abortion, preferably tho se in the same district as you, to go to the 
meeting.  

 3. Schedule your visit  

**E-mail us at info@stoptheabortionmandate.com for step-by-step help in 
scheduling your office visit or follow the steps below to arrange a visit yourself. 

• If you want to arrange a visit yourself, call the Washington, DC office 
and ask to arrange a meeting with the member of Congress. 

• Announce who you are, tell them your reason for the call (see sample 
script below) and the number of people who will attend the meeting. 

• The office may need a written request. Follow up with a call to confirm a 
date. Be persistent. 

• If you are not able to meet with your Member of Congress, it can be 
valuable to meet with staff. 

 4. Prepare for you r meeting.  

• Know something about your Member of Congress’ likely position on the 
issue. 

• Review background on government funding of abortion (Go HERE  for 
more info). 

• Think of questions and counterpoints that may come up and plan 
possible responses. 

• Appoint someone to take notes during the meeting if traveling with a 
group. 

 5. Meet with your Member of Congress or staff person  

• Dress appropriately and be on time. 
• Explain who you are and why you are there.  Discuss current healthcare 

legislation and ask them to only vote for legislation that has the pro-life 
Stupak language in it and excludes government funding of abortion. 



 
• Be polite and firm in explaining your position; avoid criticism. 
• Use examples from your personal experience and be clear, concise, 

compelling and credible. 
• Bring the conversation back to government funding of abortion if it goes 

off track. 
• Ask what the Member’s position is and ask what it would take to get 

her/him to vote against any piece of legislation that permits government 
funding of abortion. 

• Record key points of the conversation and questions you can't answer; 
volunteer to find information and get back to your Member of Congress 
or staff. 

 6. Show your commitment  

• Offer to answer any questions or follow-up with answers to questions. 
• Follow-up with a short thank you note or letter within two days (see 

sample below). 
• Provide your contact information should the district office need to reach

What to Ask Your Represe ntative   
 

 
My family is struggling to pay the bills just like many other families here in this tough 
economy. Now you and your colleagues and Congress want to tax my family even more 
to pay for the healthcare bill. But that’s not even the worst of it for us, the majority of 
this country, who are pro-life. The current legislation uses government money and my 
tax dollars to pay for abortion.  

 
Will you oppose any healthcare bill that uses government dollars to pay for 
abortions?  
 
 
President Obama has specifically said that the “chronically ill and those toward the end of 
their lives are accounting for potentially 80 percent of the total health care bill” and 
therefore there will have to be some kind of “difficult” and “democratic conversation” 
that will take place to give “guidance” as to what patients will receive life-sustaining, and 
expensive, treatment.  

 
How does what the President has said not promote rationing of care? And who 
will decide who gets what expensive treatments and who doesnÕt?  

 
 

Current proposals provide for seniors to be provided "advance care planning 
consultation" for "end-of-life services." House Minority Leader John A. Boehner of Ohio 
and Republican Rep. Thaddeus McCotter of Michigan warn that the provision "may start 
us down a treacherous path toward government-encouraged euthanasia." 

 
Would you support a bill where government bureaucrats get to decide to lives 
and who dies based on cost? Or what about a bill that mandates counselors 
advocate assisted - suicide over expensive treatm ents in order to save money?  
 
 
Many Congressmen and Senators have admitted that they haven’t read the bill and don’t 
know what in it. Also, the leaders of the House and Senate are trying to ram this bill 
through their respective houses so fast that they aren’t giving the public enough time to 
read the bill that is going to cost billions and billions of dollars and will take over 1/6th of 
our nation’s economy.  
 
One, did you read the 2000+ page bill? Two, will you read it before you vote on 
it?  
 
 
Our nation is founded on the principles of the First Amendment and the right to practice 
freedom of religion. For many doctors, nurses and other professionals, performing an 
abortion is a grave issue that violates their conscience. We need these doctors - may 
work at our nation’s hospitals and have private practices in our communities.

amount of accessibility to care should these doctors close their doors rather than provide 
abortions.

Some Talking Points  About  
Government Funding of Abortion  

If the Senate healthcare bill,  as it currently stan ds, passes both the 
Senate and the House, it will be the largest expansion of abortion since 
Roe v. Wade. 

• Legislators must vote against any procedure or bill that does not include 
language identical to the Stupak Amendment, which prevents the 
government from funding abortion.  

• Abortion is not healthcare, as the abortion industry would like Americans to 
believe, and it should not be mandated under any health insurance plan, 
especially one that Americans will be forced to subsidize.  

Government - Run Health Car e = a bailout of the abortion industry, 
mandated government - funded abortion, and forcing Americans to 
subsidize abortions.  

• Americans don’t want this. Recent national polls have all showed Americans 
don’t support government-funded abortions by wide margins, over 70%. 

• The federal government would subsidize the purchase of private health 
plans that cover elective abortion on demand -- departing from decades of 
federal policy, under which health plans that cover elective abortions (for 
example, those covering federal employees) are not eligible for federal 
subsidies.  

The Stupak amendment does not change the status quo on abortion 
funding through the gov ernment; it IS the status quo. It mirrors the 
Hyde amendment, which  prevents the government  from funding elective 
abortions.  

• Senator Majority Leader Harry Reid has sought to please the abortion 
industry that demands funding of abortion through federal programs, even 
though substantial majorities of Americans believe that abortion should be 
excluded from government-funded and government-sponsored health 
programs.

Questions & Answers on Abortion in Healthcare  
 
 
Why would healthcare reform be, if it passes without a specific exclusion of 
abortion, the Òlargest expansion of abortion since Roe  v. WadeÓ?  

 
The (Senate) bill allows the federal government to subsidize private insurance 
plans that cover abortion on demand, to oversee multi-state plans that cover 
elective abortions, and to empower federal officials to mandate that private health 
plans cover abortions even if they do not accept subsidized enrollees. The 
Guttmacher Institute, the research arm of Planned Parenthood, even agrees that 
decreased  public funding of abortion results in 25 percent fewer abortions .  

 
 
The House and Senate have t heir own versions of the healthcare bill, right? Do 
either one of them have a specific exclusion of abortion?  

 
Yes, there are two versions as of now but they will have to be combined in the end 
into one bill. The House bill contains “Stupak language”, which prohibits 
government funding of abortion, while the Senate version doesn’t have a specific 
exclusion of abortion.  

 
 
Do Americans support government funding of abortion?  

 
Not even close. The latest national poll, this one from the non-partisan Quinnipiac 
University, shows 72-73% of Americans don’t want the government to pay for 
abortions.  

 
 
What is the Stupak Amendment?  

 
Congressman Bart Stupak, a pro-life Democrat from Michigan, introduced an 
amendment in the House that mirrors the Hyde Amendment (a long-standing 
policy that says the government won’t fund abortions) to be added to the House 
bill. He fought against his own pro-abortion leaning party to have his amendment 
voted on or else he would stop the healthcare bill, along with several of his pro-life 
Democrat colleagues. He was granted a vote and his amendment passed 
overwhelmingly, with 64 Democrats voting for it and against government funding 
of abortion.  

 
 
Does the Stupak Amendme nt change the status quo? Some pro - choice groups 
are saying his amendment goes far beyond the Hyde Amendment and changes 
the status quo.  

 
The Stupak amendment does not change the status quo on abortion funding 
through the government; it IS the status quo. It mirrors the Hyde amendment 



 
which prevents the government from funding elective abortion. The abortion 
industry is desperate to have the government fund the most lucrative part of their 
business - doing abortions. Besides, President Obama, when he was campaigning, 
promised the abortion industry he’d make sure the government pays for 
“reproductive care”, which includes abortion.  

 
 
DidnÕt the Senate reach a compromise on abortion since Senators Be n Nelson 
(D - NE) and Bob Casey (D - PA) voted for the bill in the end, even though they are 
supposedly pro - life?  

 
Both Senators took payoffs for their state, essentially bribes, to agree to a phony  
compromise by Senate Majority Leader Harry Reid. The compromise is much like 
the phony Capps Amendment in the House that sought to enact a bad 
bookkeeping scheme in order to keep federal and private funds separate and pay 
for abortions that way. The Senate compromise also requires the federal 
government to pay premiums for private health plans that will cover any or all 
abortions.
